014/21 Dispensations
[bookmark: _Hlk27156036]Cllrs J Dean-Kimili, A Greason, H Williams, R Simmons, C Elworthy, B Flynn and the Chairman A Keel have been granted dispensations to deal with matters relating to the setting of the precept.
015/21 Public Participation
There were 4 members of the public in attendance including members of PFCA. The Parish Council had receipt of the email from the Chair of PFCA dated 17th January 2021.  Before considering  a PWLB loan further the Parish Council would need to look at the various issues involved.  Further research needs to be done and guidance sought. It was agreed that the Chairman Cllrs B Flynn, H Williams and C Elworthy would meet and go through the updated documents provided by the Chair of PFCA.   Cllr B Flynn proposed that they would report back at the next Parish Council meeting.  One member of the public left the meeting.
016/21 Signing of Minutes 
All were in agreement for the Chairman to sign the Minutes as a true record of the business transacted at the Parish Council Meeting held on 6th January 2021 and all agreed for the Chairman to sign the Minutes of the Extraordinary meeting held on 18th November 2020.  
017/21 Matters arising
20/505877/OUT Brogdale Farm Application:- Some residents are concerned about the proximity to a listed building and consulted with the council as to whether Historic England could be invited to comment on the application.  Action: Clerk to write to Swale BC and ask them whether they would consult with Historic England. 

Highway Matters: The dip in Painters Forstal Road, at the back of the Alma still requires attention.  The Council noted that some potholes on Porters Lane had been patched.
Action: The Chairman to contact Andy Watson

Rural Lanes:- The Chairman had written to the Chair of Sheldwich PC about the inappropriate parking of people wanting to view the Poppy field last year and the overuse of the rural lanes by traffic and HGVs, to see if Sheldwich PC would be willing to work with Ospringe PC to tackle these issues. Both concerns affect the Parish of Sheldwich as well as Ospringe Parish.
Action: The Chairman to write to Michael Payne at Kent Highways about more signage at the A251 end of Porters Lane, and include signage for Plumford Lane and Vicarage Lane.
Action: The Chairman to draft an email to the Cabinet member for Highways at KCC, cc ing Cllr A Bowles regarding inappropriate use of rural lanes. 

Lighting: -The Chairman had sent the cheque to UK Power Networks (UKPN)for the disconnection, reconnection and associated works on Column L.  The Streetlight contractor would be contacted by UKPN with a date to remove the pole and install the new one.
Action: The Chairman to give Cllr H Williams the contract with the existing maintenance company

Playground:-.There continues to be no further update on the tree that had shed a branch in May. 
Action: The Chairman to keep the council up to date with progress on this matter.

GDPR:- There have been a couple of glitches with some of the councillor emails but these will be fixed.  Cllr C Elworthy would assist Cllr B Flynn and the Chairman.

Online Banking:-There are no further updates.
Action: Cllr B Flynn and the Chairman to meet and consider online banking arrangements and review the Financial Regulations. 
Action: Chairman to check the current Financial Regs which will need amendment.

Graham Middle & Syndale Park proposed care home planning application:-The Clerk had sent an email to Mr Middle and a response had been received. Action: The Chairman to verify the information in Mr Middle’s email about the assertion that the 2008 consent was granted. 

The Allotments:  The discussion with Savills about the rent increase is ongoing. Action: The Chairman to continue to investigate the rent charged for other allotments and keep the council informed about negotiations with Savills.
Action: The Chairman would measure the aperture on the western boundary where the Council are considering having a gate installed to see whether a kissingate or pedestrian gate would be best fit and further investigate what gates KCC can offer.
Action: The Chairman to continue to get quotes for track repairs and fencing of new allotments.
Action: Cllr B Flynn to put a notice on the website about the deadline for registering lost footpaths. 

Site Assessments & Local Plan:-  Cllr B Flynn reported that there had been an emergency meeting on 1st February 2021 of 6 local parish councils in a joint effort to ask Swale BC to delay the decision on the Local Plan. The Chairman had written a letter to Swale BC on behalf of the Parish Council to request such a delay. There is concern among the group of Parish Councils about certain contents of the Local Plan that have been added and have not been given sufficient publicity.  There is also concern at the haste in which Swale BC is trying to push through the Local Plan Review, and the housing figures in the Review given that the Government’s housing supply algorism has been removed.   The Council acknowledged the CPRE email about the situation.  Cllr B Flynn proposed that the Chairman be allowed to act in this matter with approval of the Council.
