104/18 Dispensations
Cllrs J Dean-Kimili, A Greason, S Wright, H Williams, R Simmons, C Elworthy, B Flynn and the Chairman A Keel have been granted dispensations to deal with matters relating to the setting of the precept.

The Chairman informed the council that the VAC had succeeded in changing its status to a registered CIO- ‘Painters Forstal Community Association’.  In legal terms this is a new entity and the old charity will be wound down. 

The Chairman raised the need to extend the dispensation for the Chairman A Keel, Cllrs A Greason and B Flynn as members of the ‘Painters Forstal Community Association’ (PFCA) to permit A Keel, Cllr A Greason and Cllr B Flynn to discuss matters related to the ‘Painters Forstal Community Association’ (PFCA) and planning permission for the proposed Village Hall.
105/18 Public Participation 
No public participation.
106/18 Signing of Minutes
All were in agreement for the Chairman to sign the Minutes as a true record of the business transacted at the Parish Council Meeting held on 3rd October 2018.
107/18 Matters arising
Highway Matters.: The Council noted the flooding of the gullies at the bottom of Bay Hill and outside the bungalows on Brogdale Road opposite the entrance to Brogdale.  
The sign on the approach to the Stalisfield Road/Bay Hill junction has fallen to pieces.
The layby on Porters Lane still needs attending to as the bank has fallen down.
A lorry had come down Plumford Lane from the A251 end.  The lane is unsuitable for lorries as they cause damage to the verges.  “Unsuitable for HGV” signs would be appropriate, to be placed where the other signs are located. A new “quiet lane” sign is available which might be worth looking into for some of the lanes in the Parish.   
Action: Chairman to follow up the various highway issues with Gary Gibbs.

The Council noted that KHS were closing the Brogdale Road for up to 6 weeks.  There is disappointment that the parish council were not consulted before KHS advertised the closure.
Action: Chairman to press KHS for a meeting.

Lighting: - The Service report had highlighted some maintenance issues which would incur a large amount of expenditure and is likely to be a budget item.
Action: Chairman to liaise with Cllr H Williams about the Service report from the maintenance company. 
The Council decided to make a decision at the December meeting about whether to incur expenditure on lighting maintenance which had been highlighted by the maintenance contractor’s report.  There is a possibility that the lighting grant from SBC could be used against the maintenance expenditure.  Research needs to be done to find out whether the grant can be used against capital expenditure.
The council briefly discussed whether they should look at firms that would provide maintenance work on a needs only basis. 

Playground equipment: - Tony Hoile has the repairs previously mentioned in hand.

GDPR- the Council are taking an incremental approach to GDPR.  The Council discussed the merit of having separate, specific parish council email accounts for Councillors.  The advice from KALC was noted by Councillors.  The Council will consider this subject again at the next meeting.

109/18 Planning 
18/504389/SUB: - submission of details to discharge condition 3(Garden design, planting, proposed ground and other levels, boundary treatments and hard landscaping) subject to SW/13/0660. Brogdale Farm, Brogdale Collections, Brogdale Road, Ospringe ME13 8XU.  The Clerk had written to Graham Thomas to express the parish council’s concern about residents not being given the opportunity to be consulted about this application given the previous contentious Brogdale planning applications.  The council noted Graham Thomas’ response.

KCC/SW/0090/2018 East Kent Recycling:-The Chairman asked councillors to look at the new documents that were now available online and email the Clerk with their comments. 

18/505588/SUB Submission of details to discharge Condition 18 - Ecological Appraisal and Condition 20 - Letter from Simon Mason (Principal Archaeological Officer KCC) confirming Brogdale frontage sign off Subject to 15/504264/OUT.|Land At Perry Court London Road Faversham Kent ME13 8YA The council noted the letter from the Principal Archaeological Officer at KCC to BDW Homes. 

18/505500/FULL Scotts Oast Hansletts Lane Ospringe Faversham Kent .  Erection of single storey extension connected to main dwelling by a glazed link.
Ospringe Parish Council recognizes that the applicants have tried to design a building that is complementary and sympathetic to the setting however the height of the ridge of the detached building is too high particularly in relation to the barn opposite which it is intended to replicate.  The Council has no objections on condition that it is not precursory for the building to be used as separate accommodation.

Land at Perry Court:-changes to aesthetic details made to revised plans previously submitted to SBC in August 2018.  BDW Homes have not yet submitted their proposals to SBC.  The Council would return to this at the December meeting when councillors have had the opportunity to review the information sent from BDW Homes. 

Gladman presentation. Cllrs C Elworthy and A Keel had attended the presentation given by Gladman land developers who are working with a consortium of 4 landowners. The planning proposal is for a Garden Village of 5,000 homes with a small high street which would back on to other developments but be a separate village entity.  The development would stretch from the M2 to Sheldwich on both sides of the A251.  There would be a change in route of the A251.  The development is of interest to the Council because if it goes ahead then it will touch the boundary of Ospringe Parish.
Gladman had offered several meeting dates to OPC, including the 21st November when they would be holding a meeting in Sheldwich. Another option would be to invite Gladman representatives to the December OPC meeting.  
Action: The Chairman to write to Mike Hemming of Gladman to ask how the proposals will impact on Ospringe Parish.

Appeals: -

APP/V2255/W/18/3207891 Little Kennaways: -The Council had noted the applicant’s appeal against SBC’s refusal to grant permission for application: 17/506423/FULL- part retrospective application for the construction of an agricultural barn.  The Council had agreed to reiterate its objection to the proposal and the Clerk had written to the Inspectorate.  The decision is still pending.
